[bookmark: _Hlk85184990]For journals that only offer paid open access, the costs can be covered by operational funds (standard or additional) if this is the only appropriate publication option. If the journal is not fully open access, it is expected that the publication is made available in the university's repository.
This also meets the requirements of, for example, the Research Foundation – Flanders (FWO): a publication in the university’s repository is sufficient, and the FWO accepts a maximum embargo period of one year.

Under no circumstances can the operational grant be used for:
· purchase of promotional materials;
· purchase of occasional gifts for staff (such as for weddings, the death of a family member, a new job, ...);
· costs for promotional events or festivities;
· costs for the computing infrastructure (hardware) for High Performance Computing;
· costs for enrolment on the university roll or as a regular student at home or abroad;
· costs for enrolment as a doctoral student and for the doctoral programme;
· strictly personal expenses of the mandate holder or supervisor including accommodation and commuting;
· overhead expenses, non-exhaustive list a.o. laptop and accessories for promoter (this can only be purchased for personnel appointed on the project) … ;
· expenses that are covered by other funding (double funding);
· costs for the logistical organisation (i.e. catering, materials, accommodation, …) of team events, workshops or a congress;
· any other expenses not directly related to the approved application of the project or mandate holder.

Please note that by no means the request for supplementary budget will influence the evaluation of your application by the selection committee.
